2. Must earn a "C" or better in all PNRS requirements. No PNRS course may be repeated more than once. PNRS requirements include the first two years of classes, with the
exception of WVS |, Il and Gen. Ed. requirements listed below
3. Earn a PNRS science GPA of 3.00 or better. Courses include CHM 105, BIO 211, BIO 212 and BIO 314.

*If you have not earned your CNA, it is strongly recommended you earn your certificate during the summer months after your first year at UD
*Nursing students are required to take NRS 306, End of Life (3 cr.) during third-year May-Term
